As the school year begins it’s a good time to review campus parking 
policies.  If you haven’t already seen it in the Daily Update, this year 
the Department of Public Safety is requesting students pre-register 
on-line before purchasing a  
parking permit.  To access their on-line form: 
 

1. Sign into KateWay. 

2. Find the Campus Resources Tab 

3. Go to the “Where to/How to” section on the right 
4.    Click on “Parking Permits – Online Access” 
 

Student Commuter permits are $85.00 for the school year which will 
be billed to your St. Kate account. There are benefits of being a per-
mit holder.  Public Safety personnel will jump-start your battery, offer assistance when you’re locked out of your car          
(if they can’t open it, they’ll connect you with a locksmith), and will help you if you need to change a flat tire (they 
won’t do it for you, but will offer assistance/advice).
